Chris serves on numerous national and international Boards of
Directors and Advisory Committees related to child protection and well-being; and was the 2010
recipient of the Hendrix College Odyssey Medal for Service to the World, and the 2010 recipient
of the International Impact Award from the International Services Council of Alabama. He
graduated from Hendrix College, the University of Central Arkansas, and the Harvard Business
School Executive Education Program.
